She saw Laura and
A m b I t I O n her mother walk across the play-
ground. Laura was a pretty child with
by Anne Colledge pale skin and lots of curly black hair,
tall, like a plant that has outgrown its
strength. She found it hard to walk because of her cerebral palsy and fell despite
her mother holding her hand tightly. Laura cried bitterly.

“Is she hurt?” Claire asked Laura’s mother, Paula.

“No, she’s used to falling. She doesn’t want to come to school. She’s
been upset all week.” Paula said ruefully.

“Laura, you can help the little ones,” Claire said, wiping the tears away,
and Laura did, putting her all into it, pulling at the chairs and somehow man-
aging to get all the children sitting down, more through determination than
through skill. Claire and Paula exchanged smiles, and Paula slipped out.
There was no problem getting Laura to school after that.

The smallest boy in the nursery, James, was her special favourite and
they were often in the reading corner heads close together. Her dark hair
mixing with his fair.

Laura found writing hard. There was more writing on the desk than on the
paper. Her large movements made letters almost impossible to form. She
got more and more frustrated. She could have used a computer but she
wanted to be the same as the other children, so they stuck the paper to the
desk with Sellotape.

One day she drew a picture of Claire with a big nose, with Mrs. P. written
under it. Claire wished she had kept it but could remember the strong black
lines, like a cartoon, full of life, even after years had passed. It might be
worth something now, as it turned out.

Claire moved from the Nursery to a new job visiting disabled children in
schools. Years later she visited Laura, now in the sixth form of her college.

Laura was still striking looking. She had on a man’s tweed jacket with a
scarf tied around her neck, jeans and trainers.

“| see you keep up with fashion,” Claire said.

“The jacket belongs to Joe, mum’s boy friend. He doesn’t mind me taking
it. It's first up best dressed in our house,” she told Claire.

Claire said. “I wish | could wear casual things. | just look untidy. They
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look good on you. They suit you.’

“Thanks. I'd like to be a fashion model. I've alwavs wanted to be a
model,” Laura said. Claire wrote it in her notes for the case conference to
discuss Laura’s future. She was eighteen soon.

The case conference was a week later.

“What does Laura want to do, has she any idea yet?” asked the head-
master. Jane, Laura’s social worker, smoothed her tightly-fitting skirt down
unnecessarily and said, “She has a totally unrealistic ambition to be a fash-
ion model.”

“I don’t think it's unrealistic,” Claire said. “She could try, and find out for
herself if she is successful. No one knows until they try”

Jane gave her a pitying look. “That is true but, in this case, | think it’s
inappropriate to try,” she said sharply.

“She’d look better than the poor, anorexic models we have now, forced to
get thin and stay that way, by our sick society,” Claire burst out without think-
ing. “There’s not much health and safety for them at work on the catwalks.
Laura, on the other hand, looks healthy and full of life. She’s beautiful!”

“Society isn’'t ready for a disabled model,” said Jane dismissively.

There was a deathly silence because raised voices were unusual in
Case Conferences. People shuffled their papers in embarrassment. Then
the meeting went on.

Claire was shopping at the Quay Side Market one Saturday about a
year later when she met Laura.

‘I've got my own flat now,” she told her proudly. “This is Paul, my boy
friend.” They both looked very happy.

Claire didn’t hear anything about Laura for a bit and then in the post
she got a card, an invitation to Laura’s Private View of her new exhibition.
She knew Laura had a Fine Art Degree with First Class Honours and most
of her work was sold at her degree show.

The Gallery was packed with people milling round and there was an
excited hum as they discussed the paintings. The beautiful people, thought
Claire, and Laura is one of them. In the middle in the white well-lit gallery
Laura was standing with Paul. They had been married for a year. He had
his arm around her and they were sharing a joke. She looked great in a
straight black dress, which accentuated her slim figure.

She looked at the paintings. One was a large abstract, a burst of
colour with lots of red and orange with large sweeping brush strokes. It
reminded Claire of a painting by the American painter, Georgia O’'Keefe.

Another was a haunting picture in black and
white of a woman standing alone in a high-ceilinged room with the sunlight
falling on her from a window.

Laura came up to Claire, weaving her way through the crowd.

“You’re an artist now,” Claire said.

Laura nodded. “I love computer drawing as well as painting,” she told
Claire and the intricate, brightly coloured designs on the walls, many with
the red dots on showing they were already sold, bore that out.

“What are the paintings about?” Claire asked.

“Life form and colour,” Laura answered without hesitation.

“Funny how things turn out. | remember you wanted to be a model when
you were eighteen. Did you ever do any modeling, or did you change your
mind and prefer a career in art?” Claire asked.

Laura smiled, “Art is my first love now but | have done a little modeling.
Some very recently. Are you going home on the Metro?” Claire nodded. “Are
you going to Monument Station?” She nodded again.

“You'll see what | mean when you get there.”

“You are being mysterious. | can’t wait to find out what you mean.”

When Claire got to the station she looked around but there was nothing
in the station concourse which was as gloomy as ever. There were the usual
adverts for bras, local shops and theatre on the walls beside the steep
escalator down to the ill-lit platforms. Then she saw it, facing her on the
wall, and drew her breath in surprise to see a large portrait of Laura, stand-
ing in the gallery surrounded by her bright paintings, alive with light and
colour.
